2.02 Product

A. Daktronics MS-2113 portable multisport scoreboard displays period time to 99:59, HOME and GUEST scores to 99, and PERIOD to nine to score a variety of indoor and outdoor sports. During the last minute of the period, the clock displays time to 1/10 of a second. Scoreboard is attached to four-wheeled cart with adjustable height.

2.04 SCORING SYSTEM

A. Scoring system consists of the following components:

1. An internally mounted All Sport® MX-1 interface box installed from the factory.

2. A CUSTOMER-SUPPLIED compatible mobile device or tablet with DAK Score application installed.

B. DAK Score application scores multiple sports including Baseball, Basketball, Football, and Soccer along with a Practice Timer mode.

C. MX-1 interface box includes clearly visible TX, Status, and Power diagnostic LEDs for quick system troubleshooting.
D. Wireless operating ranges:

1. 50' (15 m) between mobile device and interface box inside the scoreboard

3.01 EXAMINATION

A. Verify that there is a dry place to store display and controller.
B. Display must be located on a level surface.

C. On windy days, extra bracing may be required to prevent scoreboard from overturning.
