3.01 EXAMINATION

A. Verify location for operation is stable and dry. Verify that placement of conduit and junction boxes are as specified and indicated in plans and shop drawings.
3.02 INSTALLATION

A. Power conduit, cables and outlet boxes to be provided and installed by the electrical contractor. Signal raceways, conduit and boxes to be provided by the electrical contractor. Electrical contractor is also responsible for any required wire and terminators between each scorers table and control location. 

B. Place scorers table in location designated by the customer and in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
3.03 installation—control center

A. Provide boxes, cover plates and jacks as required to meet control specification requirements. Control cables to control panels shall be concealed.

B. Test the operation of the scorers table, controller and all control jacks; leave control unit in carrying case and other loose items with owner's designated representative.
