2.02 Product

A. Daktronics Pro Model Hockey Goal Light features a center green light and two rotating red beacons. It comes with a protective glass mounting kit, a 1/4" phone junction box with cable and a goal judge switch with a 10' (3048 mm) cord. The green light turns on when clock time is at 0:00 (or when clock is stopped). Press the goal judge switch to activate the red beacons when a goal is scored, and press it again to turn them off. Note that the red goal lights cannot be activated while the green light is on.

Part 3 EXECUTION

3.01 EXAMINATION

A. Verify that mounting structures are ready to receive goal lights. Verify that placement of conduit and junction boxes are as specified and indicated in plans and shop drawings. 

3.02 INSTALLATION

A. Power conduit, cables and outlet boxes to be provided and installed by the electrical contractor. Signal raceways, conduit and boxes to be provided by the electrical contractor. Electrical contractor is responsible for pulling signal wire and terminators between each goal light and control location. Scoreboard vendor to terminate signal wire of controller and conduit to goal lights.

B. Install goal lights in location detailed and in accordance with manufacturer's instructions. Verify unit is plumb and level.

3.03 installation—control center

A. Provide boxes, cover plates and jacks as required to meet control specification requirements.  

B. Test the operation of the goal lights, controller and all control jacks; leave control unit in carrying case and other loose items with owner's designated representative.
C. Verify earth ground does not exceed 15 ohms.
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
