2.02 Product

A. This series of indoor LED Matside® Jr. wrestling scoreboards displays period time to 99:59, MATCH to 999, period to 9, and scores to 99. Blood time or injury time is displayed on the main clock when either function is activated. During blood or injury time count, individual score digits flash to indicate which wrestler’s blood/injury time is running. Each model can be used as a table-top display or mounted on an optional tripod. These models can also score basketball, gymnastics and volleyball with included changeable caption panels.
